The season of Advent is here! I love the symbolism in the lighting of the 

Advent wreath. The candles shine brightly in the midst of darkness, reminding us 

that Jesus came as the light in our dark world. Each week as another candle is lit, 

the light shines brighter and brighter, growing stronger, much like our growing 

anticipation for Christmas day.

Today we light the fi rst candle – the Prophet’s Candle – and recall the 

prophets who foretold the birth of Jesus. This fi rst candle symbolizes hope – the 

hope that the Old Testament prophets spoke of as they waited for the coming of 

the Messiah. 

When the prophet Isaiah wrote of the coming of the Messiah, it was 700 

years before the birth of Jesus. Can you imagine? Centuries of people, hoping 

and waiting for something they would never see.  Which, as Hebrews 11:1 tells 

us, is the defi nition of faith: “Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the 

conviction of things not seen.”

This week, let’s take some time to honor the incredible faith of the prophets 

and our ancient ancestors who held tight to God’s promise and believed in – and 

hoped for – the coming of Jesus.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMMUNION TODAY

If you are seated in the main section of pews, you will proceed up the 

center aisle to receive communion.  Please wait for an usher to prompt 

your row.  Please take communion from one of the two serving stations 

at the front of the chancel located on the same side as your pew, and 

return to your pew via the side aisle.

When you come to a serving station, take a piece of bread from the 

plate, dip the bread in the cup, and eat.  All cups contain grape juice.

If you are seated in the transept pews at either side of the sanctuary, 

you will take communion from the servers at the front of the transept.  

The section of pews closest to the chancel will go fi rst.  Please wait 

to be prompted by the usher.  When prompted, please proceed up the 

center aisle of the transept, take communion at the front of the transept, 

and walk down the center aisle to the back of the transept, returning 

to your pew via the side transept aisle closest to your pew.

Please remain quiet during communion so that those who wish to 

pray may do so.

If you would like to receive communion but are unable to come forward, 

or if you would simply prefer to remain seated, there are two pairs of 

rovers to provide you with communion, one on each side aisle.  When 

the rovers approach your pew, simply raise your hand to indicate that 

you would like to receive communion in your seat.

The bread we are off ering at today’s communion is labeled by the 

manufacturer as gluten, nut, egg, and dairy free, and includes the 

following ingredients: water, sourdough (rice fl our, water), rice 

starch, corn starch, agave syrup, psylium seed husks (vegetable fi ber), 

sunfl ower oil, modifi ed cellulose, soy protein, yeast, millet fl our, citrus 

fi ber, rice fl our, sugar, quinoa fl our, salt, corn fl our, honey, guar gum, 

calcium citrate, niacin, iron, thiamin, ribofl avin.  Contains soy.
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plate, dip the bread in the cup, and eat.  All cups contain grape juice.

If you are seated in the transept pews at either side of the sanctuary, 

you will take communion from the servers at the front of the transept.  

The section of pews closest to the chancel will go fi rst.  Please wait 

to be prompted by the usher.  When prompted, please proceed up the 

center aisle of the transept, take communion at the front of the transept, 

and walk down the center aisle to the back of the transept, returning 

to your pew via the side transept aisle closest to your pew.

Please remain quiet during communion so that those who wish to 

pray may do so.

If you would like to receive communion but are unable to come forward, 

or if you would simply prefer to remain seated, there are two pairs of 

rovers to provide you with communion, one on each side aisle.  When 

the rovers approach your pew, simply raise your hand to indicate that 

you would like to receive communion in your seat.

The bread we are off ering at today’s communion is labeled by the 

manufacturer as gluten, nut, egg, and dairy free, and includes the 

following ingredients: water, sourdough (rice fl our, water), rice 

starch, corn starch, agave syrup, psylium seed husks (vegetable fi ber), 

sunfl ower oil, modifi ed cellulose, soy protein, yeast, millet fl our, citrus 

fi ber, rice fl our, sugar, quinoa fl our, salt, corn fl our, honey, guar gum, 

calcium citrate, niacin, iron, thiamin, ribofl avin.  Contains soy.
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
